OR GOVERNMENT OF WOU-ALIGNED COUNTRIES
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POLITICAL DECLARATION OF THE FOURTH CONFERENCE
OF NOG-ALIGNED COUNIRIES

{Algiers, 59 Scptepber 1873)

1. The Fourth Qopference of Heads of State or Covernment of Non-Aligned
Countries was held in Alglers from 5 to 9 September 1973.
The following countries were presents:

2., Tioe participants cbserved that more than half of the Member States of the
international commmity representing the majority of the world!s population
tack part in the Conference, The number and the level of the participants,
as well as the general (uality of the work, are indicative of the vitality and
dynamism of non-aligrment.
3 The participants exchanged views on the world situation and the role of
non=alignment.
4. Mankind has always aspired to freedom, well-being and peace, Such ideals
are no lnhiger uwnattainable ar solely within the reach of z minority. Al) the
penples of the world can now aspixe to them., The creative potentials of our
age make this possible; the pressing necessities of pecples make it an
historical necessity.
5. The force of national and social emancipaticn movements which axe
ennstantly shaking the worfi-out structures of a wrld undergoing complete change,
cerbined with the uninterrupted pregress of the scientific and technical
revolutien, #pen up ways tewards the total liberation of the whole of menkind,
% But the past decades have shown that unless this scientifiec progress is
used in the service of peace, it can lead mankinc to enslavement and even
destructiern., It was the dewning of a keeh awarehess of such realities which
inspired the ever ewxpanding movement of non-aligned comtries. The Conferences
held successively in Belgrade, Cairo, Lusaka and Georgetown forcefully expressed
the aspiratians nf pecples for peace in a new world erder based en independence,
progress and justice,
¥. The Heads of State or Government of nom-aligned countries noted with
satisfaction that the evolution of international relations had confirmed the
v:.tality and lasting validity of the aims, principies and practice of the policy
0’ hon-alignment. They were unanimsus in the appraisal that the policy of



non-eligrimnent, together with other peace loving, democratic end progressive
forces, constitutes an inportant and ixreplaceable factor in the struggle for
freedom and independence of pecples and countries, for general peace and equal
security for all States, for universal application of principles of active and
peaceful co-existence, fox democraiization of international relations, for
-all-round equitable co-operation, for cconomic development and social progresse

I

8. Examining the contemporary international developments, the Heads of S5State or
Govermment of non-aligned countries consider that there have emerged profound
changes in the general balance of forces in the world, as a result of the
growing forces of peace, independence and progress.

9. Since the Lusaka Conference;, the evolution of the international situation
has been marked by the strengthening of trends towards peace in the developed
world, whereas in other areas centres of tension and war still exist and are
aggravated by the increasing deterioration in economic conditions of developing
countries,

10, The present strengthening of ditente between East and West and the progress
towards the settlement in Burope of pucbilems inherited from the Second World War
represent important achievements by the forces of peace. in the world. The fears
created by the nuclear threat as well as the determination of pecples
increasingly tend to give primacy to dialogue rather than confrontation.

11. This trend has also been reflected in the intensification of contacts
between the Soviet Union and the United States and the United States and the
Pevple's Republic of China,

12, The essential aim of the Bast-iWest rapprochement, of the negotiations of all
kinds currently in progress and of the agreements recently concluded or about to
be econcludad is to establish co-operation within the framework of a system of
collective security based on principles which, swrmounting ideological differences,
aim to requlate inteynational relaticns. it was within this context that the

proposal, for a Buropean Conference on Security and Co-operation was translated
into reality.
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13. The non-aligned countries, which have worked unceasingly to establish peace
and eliminate tension through negotiation and recourse to intermational bodies,
welcome all these efforts and initiatives and regard them as a positive step
towards the establishment of peace,

14. While comsidersble progress bas been made towards East-West détente, the
fact that peoples zre in direct confrontation with colonialism, racial
discrimination a2nd apartheid, alien domination and foreign occupation,
neo~colonialism, imperialism and zicnism, remains an indisputable reality of our
age.

15, Peace is far from being assured in all parts of the world, as evidenced by
the situation prevailing in Indochina despite the Paris Agrecments, and the
cessation of Amcrican bombardments in Carbodia, in the Middle East whexe the
situation continues to deteriorate, in Africa where there is a renewed outbreak
of colonial wars of extermination and of aggression of all kinds against the
independent- States, and in Latin fimerica, where colonial situations still remain
and where there is an increase in imperialist piots against the sovereignty and
security of States.

16, 4s long as colonial wars, zpartheid. imperialist aggression, alien
domination and foreign occupation and power politics, economic exploitation and
plunder prevail, peace will prove limdied in principle and scope. In a world
where, besides a minority of rich countries there exists a majority of poor
countries, it would be dangerous to increase such division by restricting peace
to the prosperous areas of the ~o~ld vhile the rest of mankind remained condemned
to insecurity and doxiration by the most powerful. FPeace is indivisible: it
could not be reduced to 2 mere shifting of confrontation from one area to another,
nor should it condone the continued existence of tension in some areas while
endeavouring to eliminate it elsewhere. bDétente would remain precarious if it
did not take into, consideration the interests of the other countries.

17, In this respect; the nonealigned countries are simply expressing the
aspirations of the majority of peoples, as illustrated by the Bandung, Belgrade,
Caivro, Lusake and Georgetown Declarations. What these peoples want is to get



rid of the colonial yoice where it stiil exists, erzdicate apartheid, zionism
and all forms of racial discriminaiion and seoregation, and put an end to the
regimes which are inspired by them znd find in them their raison d'gtx:e!

18, It is 2lso a question of establishing a genuine independence by eliminating
foreign moncpolies and assvming contrcl over their national resources and
exploiting “hem for the benefit of their peoples. The peoplaes of the
swon-aligned countries wish to cafeguard their own pevsonality, to revive and
enrich their culiural heritage, and to prowcte in all fields their authenticity
which had been seriously aliennted by colonialism, They finally strive to
consolidnte their indspendence through effective exercise of their national
sovereignty against any hegemony, in other woizds ito rejeci any form of
subordination or dependence and any interfereice cx pressure, whether politieai,
geonomic or militzry.

19. In this raspect, international security cawmot be achieved if it does not
include an econcmic dimrngicn which guarastess to all countzies the right to
implement their development prograrces free from economis agoression and any
other form of pressure.

20. The non-aligned countries pledge to rezinforce their common action in order
to promote the principles of eooncmic secuxity in intecnational relations.

2l. Furthermore, the rejzction of military alliances which are part of the
pattern of great poger rivalry and the dismantling of bases on which such
alliances rely, constitutes a fundemertal principle of national independence and
the policy of non-alignment. It s also nececsary to create conditions for
promoting the accelerated developmen: of developing countries.

22, The Conference reaffirms the determination of the non-aligned countries to
cbserve strictly the principles of respect for sovereign aquality and
territorial integrity of all States, to xefrain from the threat or use of force
and to settle their dispuies by peacaful means, in conformity with the purposes
and principles of the United Nations Charter, and calls upon all States to act
likewise,
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23, The evolution of the international situation fully confirms the valigity of
the principles and motivations of the policy of 'non-.-al:i.gment and necessitates its
reinforcement.

24, In Asia, Africa anmd Latin Amprica more and moxe countries are demonstrating
thelr desire for emancipation and their yeadiness to face up to the trial of
force imposed by neo~colonial tutelage and imperialist monopoly.

25, Accordingly, ron-alignment has continued to grow in scope and acquire a wider
acceptance by expressing, at the international level, the aspirations of an
inereasing nunber of States, of natianzl liheration movements and of all the
forces for emancipation and progress throughout the world.

26, In order to assume fully their international responsibilities and contribute
to the sclvtion of the problems of our times which involve the fate of all the
pagples of the world, the non-aligned countries must continue to work, together
with all forees striving for peace, liberty and progress, with a view to bringing
zbout a change in international relations towaxrds democracy and equality of all
States, and to ensure that decisions which could affect big and small countries
are not taken without their full participation on an equal basis,

II

27. In this context, the Conference emphasizes the need for more resolute action
by non-aligned countries in order to f£find an urgent solution to the conflicts of
which the Third World is the arena and where the policy of force of imperialism
and colonialiem clashes with the legitimate aspirations of the peoples.

23, In the Middle East, the situation continues to give rise to deep concern,
Israclts obstinate persistence in its policy of aggression, expansion and
a:ine:ation, as well as its policy of oppression directed against the inhabitants
of the territories occupied by force, is a challenge to the international
eommmity, the United Mations and the Universal Declaration of Human Rights and a
threat to international peace and security.

29, Drawing renewed attention to the inadmissibility of the acquisition of
territories by force, the Confexence calls for immediate and unconditional
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withdrawal by Israel from all the occupied territories, and pledges itself to
assist Egypt, Syria and Jordan in liberating their occupied territories. by
GVRrY Means.,

30, In this connexion, the restoration of the national rights of the Palestinian
people is a basic prerequisite for the establishment of an equitable and lasting
peace in the area. The struggle of the Palestinian people to xecover their
usuxped homeland is an integral part of the strugale of all peoples against
colonialisp and racial discriminaticn and for selfedetermination, Member
countries of the Confarence call upon all Sfates, and in particuler the United
States of America, to abstain from providing Israel with arms, or any political,
economic or financial support which may ensble it to continme its aggressive and
expansionist policy.

31. Isracl's persistence in its defiant attitude towards the intermationali
cormanity and the United Nations will lead non—aligned countries between

them and, within the framework of the United Nations, in conjunction with the
member States of that organization, to take individual and collectlve measurss
against it in accordence with the provisions of Chapter VII of the United Naticns
Charter.

32, The Conference gives its firm supp:rt to and expresscs its solidarity with
the Falestinian people in their sore trial amd the heavy sacrifices they are
making to recover their national dignity and entity.

33, The Conference expresses its satisfaction at the signing of the Paris
Agreements on Vietnam, and considers them as a common victory for the Viethamese
pecple and the peoples of nobh-aligned countries, as well as 211 pesce and freedom- .
loving peoples throughout the world., The Conference expresses its cohcern at the
refusal of the United States of America and the Saigon Administration i cbserve
strictly the Paris Agreements.

34« The Conference calls for the immediate cessation of any commitment and
intexrference by the United States of America in the domestic affairs of the peoples
of Indochina, and respect for the free exercise of the right of thez Indochinese
pedples to self-determination, which is a prerequisite for the estzblishment of
real peace in the area.
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35, The Conference of Heads of State or Government invites menber countries to
give thair diplomatic support to the Provisional Revclutionary Government of
South Viet-Nam, which is the sole authentic representative of the popmlaticn
of South Viet-Man, c.1 +o contribute %o the reconstructicn of war~devastated
Viet-Nan,

35. The Confevence hails the victory of the Canbodian people in stopping the
US bozbing of Tarbodia, and condemms the stubborn US poliey of aggression as at
present evidenced by widely based US support for the Floia-Penh regine.

37. It condams the military intervertion of the USA and its allies in
Cambodia and its interference in Cembodian domestic affairs.

38, It declares the cnly legal and rightful government of Cambodia to.ba the
GRUINK, under Prince NORODCY SIHANOIK, Head of State; and urges all non-aligned
countries to recognize it immediately.

39, The Conference walcomes +he signaturs of the Vientiane Agreement and hopes
that the parties will sign protocois to set wp a national coalition government
in Laos,

40. Strict implementaticn of the Vientiane Agroement is essential for an
effective and lasting vestoration of pesce and national barmony corresponding to
the legitimate aspirations of the people of Laos. '
41. In particwlar, the Conference welcomes the detexmination of the countries
of this region to continue to foliiow a policy of non-alignment.,

42, The Conference supports the aciion of independent and peaceful
reunification undertaken by the T»rean people, requests the withdrawadl of
foreign troops from Scuth Korea and considers that the Korean problem must be
solved without foreign interfzrence.

43. The Heads of State or Government of non-alicmed countries have studied
very carefully the sitvation of the peoples of South Africa, Nemibia, Zirbalwe,
Angola, Mozapbique, Guinea-Bissau and Cape Verde, which are experiencing the
most serious forms of exploitation, cppression and destructicn at the hands of
the forces of colonialism, neo-colonialism and racism with the political,
economic and military support of some Western Govermments and internaticnal
eapital. The colonial and racist regimes in this region are in adﬁ.i.tim a
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direct threat to the free development of 21l Afwican countries, and more
particularly Guincs, the Peoplels Republic of the Congo, Senegal, the United
Republic of Tanzania, Zaire, Zembia, Botswana, Swaziland and Lesotho,

44. The collusion of the cclenialist, segregaticnist and illegal minopity
regimes respectively of Portugzal, Scuth Africa and Rhodesia, and the many forms
of aid which such regines receive from certain NATO countries, reflect the
strategic aims of imperialisc in the region.

45, The Hoads of State or Government note that colonial; neo-colonial and
racist powers have continumed their policy of aggression, domination and apartheid
since the Lusaka Manifesio on Southarn Africa was spproved. The Conference
reiterates that armed struggle is the only way of ending colonial and racial
demination in this region,.

46, In this connexiocn the Conference hails the heroic struggle of the pecples
of Angola, Mozambique, Guinea~-Bissau and Cape Verde and that of all pecples
fighting for their freedom. It pays tribute to the courageous struggle wagaed
under particularly difficult conditions, by the peoples of South Afriea,
Zimbzbwe and Namibia,

47, The Confexcnce considers it urgent to put an end to the colonizl presence
in the so-called Spanish Sahara; so-called French Somaliland (Djibouti}), the
Comore Islands and the Seychclles.

48, The Conference supports the programme of action adopted at the Oslo
International Conference nf Exports for tha Support of Victims of Colonizlism
and Apartheid and calls for its effective implementation.

49, The Conference invites the Govermments of thoe countries participating in the
Conference on Security and Co-operaticn in Europe to condemm Portuguese
colonialism and all othor forns of colenizlism and racism, to reaffirm the United
Nations declaxaticns and resclutions on decolonization and nct to allow Portugal,
which is waging colonial wars in Africa, to cbtain protection on account of the
strengthening of security and co-cperation in Eurcpe.

50, The Conference stresses the need for co-cperation cn the part of the
non-aligned <ountries with all countries and foxces opposed to colonialism and
neo-colonialism, so as o provide active and material support to the armed
struggle of African liberation movements.
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51, The Confercnce stresses the necessity of putting an end to colonial
domination where it still swrvives in Latin dperica, It reaffirms the canplete
solidarity of the ncn-aligned countries witk the pecples of the region stili
subjected to colonialism and demands that thedx inalienable richt to national
independence be reccgnized. It supports the struggle of the pecple of Puerto
Rico for their natiomal independence and supports the resclutions on Puerto Rico
adopted by the United Nations Special Committee cn Decolonization,

52, It requests that the United States Government refrain from daing nytlu.ng
1ikely to affect directly or indirectly the exercise by the pecple of

Puerto Rico of their right to independence.

53. The Conference demands that the military bases of the U.S.A. on Cuban,
Panamanian and Puertc Rican territories be restored to the countries which are
their rightful owners.

54, It supports the struggle of the pecples of Latin America for the
affirmation of their soversignty, the restoration of their natural resources and
irplenentaticn of the structural changes essential for their development, and
condenms the imperialistic agyressions and pressures to which these countries
are subjected. .

55. The Conference considors that the struggle for the liberation of Latin
Amarica is an important factor in the struggle of its peoples against
eslonialism, neo-colonialism and imparialism 2nd is a contribution towards
achieving and strengthening peace and international security.

55. The Conference hails the Govarnment and people of (hile, whe in their
struggle to econsclidate their independence and build 2 new society are facing
the corbined aggression of reaction and imperialism, It expresses its
soligarity with Chile in its efforts to achieve the economic and social
transformaticns already started, to avoid eivil war and preserve its national
unity,

57. It hails {-: Government and pecple of Paru in their struggle to safeguard
their naticnal sovereignty, win back the wealth of their country and change its
economic, sccial and political structures.
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58, It hails the victory of the Argentine people in their struggle for true
independence and sccial progress.

59, It supports the Government and people of Panama in their efforts to recovex
their sovereignty over the Canal Zonc.,

IIX

60, The non-alioned countries stress the need for the d€tepte initiated botwoen
great powers, already hailed by the Conference of NonmAligned Countries, to lead
to the effective breaking up of the military aliiances stemming from the cold
war.

61. It reaffirms the cbjective set in the Declaration of the Third Swmmmit of
nen-alioned countries regarding the dis: .piling of all nilitary bases and the
withdrawal of foreign troops from all parts of the world,

62. It gives its support to countrics struggling for the removal of military
bases established on their scil under unequal treaties and maintained againgt the
wishes of their peoples.

63, The Heads of State or Govermment of the non-aligned ecuntries emphasize that
the strengthening of international security forms an integral part of the
programmne and actions for achieving peace and progress for a3l pecples and all
countries, This aim can be reached cnly by constructing an internaticnal
security which would cover all parts of the world and which would be equal

for all pecples and all coumtries,

64. It considers that the ereation of zones of peace and co-operation in the
various regions of the world, on the basis of the principles of the United Nations
Charter, is calculated to reduce tensicn, eliminate foreign military presence and
to promote peaceful co-cperation among the countries eoncerned,

65. The Heads of State or Govsrnment welgome the adoption by the twenty-sixth
session of the United Nations General Assembly of the Declaration of the Indian
Ccean as a zone of peace and the setting up by tha United Nations of an ad hoc
committee to consider the mopgures afied at implenenting the Declaration, They
consider that action designed to pramote the objectives of the Declaration will
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contribute to the strengthening of internatiopal peace and security, They urge
all powers to co-operate in order to achicve the cbjectives of the implementation
of this resolution.

66, The Conference expressed its concern at the growing tension in the
Moditerranean resulting from Israclls aggressicn and characterized by the
strengthening of existing military bases and the deployment of foreign naval
forces. )

67. The Conference swpports the afforts exerted by the Arab States and peoples
in the Arabian Guif to safeguard the stability, security and well-being of the
region and to preserve its independence as well as resist any foreign
interference in its affairs, whatever the sources.

68. Drawing attertion to the link betwsen Buropesn security and security in the
Mediterranean, the Conference supports the lawful rights of non-aligned countries
in this area to participate in decisions relating to their security. Further-
mora, the Conference wpholds those countries! endeavours to establish an area of
peace and co-operation on the basis of respect for the interests of the countries
concerned and of non-interference in the intermal affairs of States,

69, The Heads of State or Government welcome the Kuala Lumpur Declaration aimed
at the creation of an area of peace, freedom and neutrality free from any form of
interfarence by Powers from ocutside the region, and notes with satisfaction the
progress made in the implementation and in the attainment of the objectives of
the Declaration. They consider it to be a positive contribution to the
establishment of international peace and security, snd sppeal to all States to
respect its primciples and objectives, They express the hope that militaxy
presence in this region, including foreign bases, will be eliminated.

M. The participants devoted particular attention to the strengthening of the
security and to the defence of the non-aligned countries against all dangers from
ocutside, They expressed their coutries! daterwination to increase their mutual

golidarity and assistance in the case of threats to their independence and
territorial integrity.
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71. The Confersnce noted with concern that the flow of conventiomal arms to
gon-nuclear states, which is a threat to the security of the nom-aligned
countries and vwhich gives rise to tension in same regions, is centinuing, It
demands that an end be put to the flow of such armaments.

72, The Conference declaxes itgelf in favour of general and corplete
digarmament, and especially a ban on the uze of nuclear weapons and the
nanufacture of atopic weapons and warheads and the total destruction of existing
stocks, as well as the total cessation cof all muclear tests in all environments
and all regions of the world,

73. In this connexion, the Conference demands the suspension of the French
nuclear tests being programmed and carried out at Marurca in the South Pacific,
74, The Conference also declares itself in favour of the bamming of all
existing chemical and bacteriological weapons,

75. The Conference demands that a world conference on disarmament, with the
pexticipation of all States, shall bz cenvened as soon as possible,.

76. The Conference further emphasizes the enormous benefit to the well-being of
all pecples and toc the social and eccnomic development of develcoping countries
which could ensue from the peaceful use of nuclear technology and the releasin:
of regources xesulting from disarmament.

77. The Confercnce recalls the Daclaration on the United Mations adopted by the
Third Summit Conference of Non-Aligned Countries and reaffirps its devotion

to the principles and cbjectives of the Charter., It considers that the United
HNations could be an effective instrument for fostering internaticnal peace and
security, increasing co-operation end safeguarding fundemental rights and
freedons,

78, The Conference reaffimms that the achievement of uhiversality of membership
in the United Nations is an essential ingredient for its effoctivencss. In this
connexion, it welecomes the restoration of the Peoplets Republic of China to its
rightful place in the Organization, so long advocated by nen-zligned countries,
and the reeommendation of the Security Council on the admission of both German
States.
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76. The Conference supports the admission into the United Mations of the
Peoplals Republic of Bengladesh, a full and sovereign member of the family of
cn-aligned countries. It took note in this connesden that the conclusicn of
the recent agreement ir New Delhi on 28 August 1973 has opened the way for
the scluticn of the cutstanding humanitarian preblems for the establishment of
durable peace in the South Asian continent,
80. However, current cperational conditions in the Organization are not 2always
in line with the new realities of international life and do not fully permit it
to perfoxa its mission of peace and development.
8l. Disregard for United Netions decisions and the tendency of graat Fowers to
manopolize the Organization's activities, to render it inactive or to divert it
to their own private interests, contradict the universal nature of the
Organizaticn and reduce its standing and prestige.
82, With a view to cneuring the effectivencss and amthority of the United Nations,
the non-aligned countries stress the need to improve the Organization. To this
end, the Security Council, the orgen primarily respoensible for the maintenance of
international peace and security, should not be prevented from exercising all the
responsibilitiss sonferred on it by the Charter. In this cammexion, the Heads
of State or Govermment invite all those upon whom the Charter has conferred a
special respensibility o show wisdom and moral integrity in the exercise of
their functions. ,
83. They consider it necessaxy that adequate, unequivocal decisions and
resolutions, anchored in the principles of the Charter, should be adopted by the
United Haticns bodies concerned and the yespect for them assured.

v

84. The Conference expresses its concern at the constant deterioration of
cconamic eanditions in developing countries, with an ever-widening gap between
thenm and the industrialized countries. The efforts made in the context of the
First United Mations Development Decade and the first years of the Second Decade
have failed to achieve any substantial results,
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85, The increase in cases of infringemeni of the sovereionty of States, the
neo-colonial exploitation of developing countries, particularly by transpational
companies, the continued inadequacy of the intermal structure of the United MNaticns
and the fact that some industrialized countries have expressed reservations and
imposed limitations regarding the implementation of the Internaticnal Develepment
Strategy, are the reasons for the constant deterioration of the sitmation in
developing countries. Furthermore, the non-aligned countries consider that
improved economic relations and increased trade between developed counmtries should
in no ipstance impair the fundamental interests of developing countries, especially
by reducing those countries! participation in world trade and international
co-operation.

86. Finaily, with regard td the monetary situation and in the light of current
negotiations, the Conference notes the lack of sufficient political will on the
part of tk industrialized countries to consider, within the envisaged system, the
specific needs of the developing countries as rxegards their foreign trade and the
financing of their development.

87. With a view to establishingconditions for real development, the Cenference
reaffirms the need to put an end to 2ll forms of foreign domination and exploita~
tion. It proclaims the right of states to xecover their natural rescurces and
develop them for the benefit of their peoples, within the framework of a freely
chosen development programme.

88. The Conference considers that sub-regiona., regional and intermational
co-opexration, on thebasis of mutual respect and reciprocal bemefit, is an
appreciable contribution to development policy.

89. The Conference invites non-aligned countries to intensify concerted action
among themselves in all fields in order to participate actively in the solution
of international economic problems, especially in view of the forthcoming monetary
and trade negotiations and the Third United Nations Conference on the Law of the
Sea.
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v

00, The Heads of State or Government of Non-Aligned Countries recalled the
Statement on the Sea-bed and the Declaration on Non-Alignment and Economic
Progress adopted at Lusaka, and reviewed the progress made since then. They
noted with satisfaction that the Declaration of Principles adopted by the United
Nations General Assewbly in 1970 was in harmony with the principles set foxth

in the Lusaka Statement on the Sea-bed, and that those principles had continued
to guide the work of the United Nations Committee on the Peaceful Uses of the
Sea~bed, They also noted with satisfaction that the suggestion made at Lusaka
for the convening of a conference on the Law of the Sea to deal with all the
questians relating to the marine environment in a comprehensive menner hed been
accepted by the international cormmmnity.

91, 7The Heads of State or Government agree to support the adoption of zones

of national jurisdiction not exceeding 200 miles, measured from base lines, within
which the-riparian State would exercise its rights to exploit natural resources
and to protect the other related interests of its pecples, bearing in mind the
special rights and interests of develaping countries, whether coastal, land-locked
or geographically handicapped, without prejudice sither to freedom of navigation
and overflight, where applicable, or to the regime concerning the continental
shelf, '

92. The Heatds of State or Government reaffirm the vital importance of a rational
exploitation of the resources of the seas and oceans, in the interests of economic
developrent and the promotion of the well-being of pecples.

93, The participants reaffirn their adherence to the basic principle that the
area apd resources of the sea~bed beyond the limits of national jurisdictior aze
the common heritage of mankind and recowmend e setting up of an international
aothority, possessing wide powers which would be responsible for administering
this axea for the benefit of the international commmity as a whole, and
especially the develeping countries,
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94. The participants urge all interzsted parties to abide by the moratoriu
bamning the expleitation of the resources of the international zone until such
time as a regime is established,

95, They stress that the new xules of the Law of the Sea must effectively
contribute tothe elimination of threats to the security of States and ensure
respect for their sovereignty and territorial -integrity.

95, The participants reconmend that the legislation on utilization and exploita~
tion of ocean space include appropriate measures for ensuring the preservatien

of the sea enviromsent,

97. The Heads of State oxr Govermment proclaim the urgency of holding the
Confarence on the Law of the Sea at Santiago, Chile, in 1974, as well as the need
to ensure its success by proper preparation, and conmsidex that prior consultation
among non-aligned countries is essential in order to co-ordinate their pesitiong
and actions concerning problenms of substance and procedure with a view to arriving
rapidly at satisfactory results.

vi

98, In closing the Fourth Sumit Conference of Non-Aligned Countries, the Heads
of State or Government, in order to ensure the continuity and effectiveness of
the policy of nenealignment, the justice and rightness of which have been
confirmed by recent developments in the intermational situation, decida to
reinforce their action and co-ordinate their efforts.

99, This is a necessity vhich is renderad all the more imparative by the fact
that the principles of non-sligmment have been adopted as a basis for action by
many oxgans of regional md international co-operation.

100, The major changes now taking place at the political, econonic and techno~
logical levels in a world that is becoming even more highly organized, tha urgency
and acutenesa of the problems of liberation and development, as well as the
nacessity for true peace, arve factors vhich today imduce the non-zligned
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countries to intensify their activities and organize mutual co—operation in

order to give a new content to their solidarity, and to guarantee their participa~
tion in the setilerant of major intermational probleus.,

101. It decides that the next Confervence of Heads of State or Gowvernment of
Non-Aligned Countries shall be held at Colombo, Sri Lanka, in 1975,
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DECLARATION O THE STRUGGLE FOR IWTTICNAL LIRERATTON

The Fourth Confercnce of Heads of State or Governuent of Non-aligned
Countries, meeting in Algiers, frca 5 to 9 Septesber 1973,

Having made a thorough study of the problems of decolonization, gpartheid
and racial discrimdnation still affecting the pecples of Lfrica, Asia and
Latin America; has adopted the following declaration:

The confrontation of peoples with cclenizlisia, nec—colonialisz, ziortsm
and imperialism, remains a fundsmental reality of ocur era, continually
enpphasizing the cormon destiny and the iadivisible nature of the struggle of
the pecples of the Third World.

The policy of non-alignment, one of the main ains of which is the struggle
for independence and the safeguarding of nationzl sovereignty, fully identifies
with the liberation struggle of oppressed pecples against all forms of
domination and exploitation.

The close ties betwzen the national liberation movenents and the non-
aligned countries ore nct purely historicel in origin, but draw their strength
fron their assceintion with the coomon ideals of freedonm, justice and peace;
they axe tha expression of the solidexity of the nen-aligned ccuntries in the
face of the contimons throats and sttampts of systems of domination to subject
the newly independent countrias to othor forms of political znd econmmic
dopination.

The Fourth Conference of Heads of Statz or Govermment emphasizes that the
Third World continues to be the fowvourite battleficld for cclonial wars and
imperialist plots. The situation in this part of the world is characterized
by armed resistance to cclonizl systems ond imperialist aggression and by the
struggle for the safeguarding snd consolidation of nawicnal independence. and
the economic and soclal advencenent of pecples.



The process of detente and co~cpexation taldng place in certain parts of
the world will contimme to be limited in effect and incapeble of neeting the
aspiraticons of peoples to freedom, security and peazce a8 long 2s it tolerates
with the continusd existence of colonizlisn and racism, and foreign expleitation
and aggression in other areas of the world.

‘The nationzl liberation mOvement iz confronting the increasingly
accentuated action and political, econcmic and wilitary nechendsns that tend
to frecze the oxisting situeticn and to introduce new forms of orpression and
exploitation zimet at checking the process of Third dorid cmencipation.

In fact, colenialism contimues te flourish in vericus feras all rooted in
political subjecticn shd econcmic exploitaticn.

The situation in countries still under foreicon domination and the threats
that this situation pose  te neighbouring countries sxe a clear indication of
the designs of imperialiss and of the vulnerability of young independent States,

The aims of imperialisn are tc eploit the izmense riches of these regions
and to hinder the evolution of indspendent neighbouring countries by resorting
to amed aggression znd economic pressure with & view to gaining complete
centrol of the ares as paxrt of its globzl strotegy.

It is 2 fact that the cozlition of systens of deninaticn is being continmally
strengthened, with the encoursgesent of moncpolies mnd foreign occnonic and
Finmnelal interests which zre expanding their activitics in the colenized
territorices and vhose wventures ars susported by capital supplied by most of
the western countries.

In Southern africes, the opcrossors are intensifying their settlement policy.
The; are strengthening their —ilitary allisnce, as is shom by the frequent
intervention of Scuth African troops in Rhodesia, Kozazbique snd Angola, They
are meking intensive offorts, in close collaboration with the large monopbelies,
to achieve co-ordinoted econosic aislcitation of the whole of Southern [frica,
thus further aggravating the dangors which threaten the future of the African
continent.
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Apartheid in South Africa is not just a systen of racial discrimdnstion;
it is shove all a form of colonialism based on faselst opprassion of the people
by a minority of alisn settlers who exploit the people and depxive them of their
fundamental rights, denying the nost elementary humap values. In Zimbabrve,
Némibia, and the countries under Portugnese domiration, the racist ainories
are rursuing a systenatic policy of seitlement and are bent on changing +he
ethnic composition of the peoples of these courtries, destroying thelr cultural
heritsage and exploiting the wemlth of these countries for their exclusive benefit.

In this connexion, the czse of Palestine, where zicnist settler-golonislism
hes taken the form of a systematic uprooting of the Palestinian pecple from theix
homeland aud represents o very serious threat to their survivel z& @ nation, is
cxpetly the same as the situction in Southern ffrica, where racis®: searegaticnigt
minm. ities use the saxe nmethod of colonizl deminaiion and explcitaticn pussuens
to th: requirements of a single imperialist strategy. In Latin Americe the
pecplos of Puerto Rico and Panmaz are confronted with an anachronistic eclenisl
syctam and ave struggling for complete recovery of their independence amd the
safeguarding of the integrity of their territories against the same amzcican
impericiists who, in those coumtries, practice open racial &fscximinaticn agednsc
the Plaek population. Their struggle, like thot of the Imndochinese and Arab
peonles te free their cocupled territories, ave an imtegral nart of tie
liberation movement of the pecples of the Third World ond deserve the o
support and active solidarity of all pecoles of the world.

Having exhausted all peaceful means, and faced with the cbstinacy of tho
colonial powers and the complicity of their protectors, in sarticular scme
meniar States of NATO, namely the United States of America, france, the United
Kingdom and the Federal Republic of Germany. the oppressed peoples have no
ulternative but the legitimate xrecourse to armed struggle in oxder to¢ impose
respect for their xight to selfedetermination and independence.

Since the Lusaka Conference, the Iiberation movements have achieved
significant successes.

Vast araesg, where & new way of life is being established,have been
liberzted in Angola, Guinea (Bissau) and lozsmbique. In other parts of Africa,
nanely in Namibia and Zinbabwe as well as in South &frica, political and
military struggles are being intensified and strengthened,

Despite the nanceuvres ¢F French and British colonialism, the peoples
of the Comores, the so-called French Somalisz (Djibouti) and the Seychelles
continue their mawch towards freedom, overcoming 21l cbstacles and attempts at
territorial dismemberment and confounding the strategic designs of the colonialist
Powers in the Indian Ocean, a5 evidenced by the transfer of the French base from
Diego Suarcz (Medagascar) te Djibeuti. Despite the repeated attempts to
externinate the Pazlestinian pecple, the Palestine Liberation lovement is
steagfastly contimuing its fight for the liberation of its country,

The people of the Sahara still under Spanish dominaticn have registered 2
great success with the recogniticn of their right to self-deterinaticn and
independence by the relevent resolution of the United Naticns General Assembly.

The people of Puerto Rico have also recorded a great success with the
recogniticn by the United Hations Committee on Decolonization of its right to
self=detexmination and independence. The historic victories achieved by the
peoples of Viet-Nai, Cambodia end Lacs are a major contribution to the liberation
of the peoples of the world.

In the internaticnal arena, the affirmaticon of the legitimocy of the amed
struggle wagec by pacples striving fox national liberation and the growing
recognition of the lilwration movements as the sole legitimate representatives
af their peoples, Gcmstitute 2 significant achicovement.

In this connexion, the decision of the United Mations and some specialized
agencies to accord observer status to the liberation movements is particulaxly
welcome,

Colonizlism has reacted to these successes with renewed savagery and
brutzlity, even going so far as the large-scale use of methods of genocide as
they ¢id at Wilyamu in Mozambique and neking terrorism and political assassination
State institutions. The cowardly assessination of the great African leader,
dmileax Cabral, like that of Edovardo Nendlane, the founder President of FRELTMD
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and the murder of the thxee Palestinian leaders, Kamel Adwan, Abu Youssef and
Kamal Nassir, bear witness to the desperate situation and dilemma in which
colenialism finds itself,

The increased military assisfance which the regimes of oppression and
exploitation continue to receive from some western Powers, in defiance of world
public opinion, and massive eapital investments contribute to the strengthening
of their power and their capacity for internal repression as well as the increase
in their potemtial for aggression. The patent reinforcement of the
Pretoxia~Salisbury-Lisbon axis, now increasingly being extended to Tel Aviv,
highlights the identical objectives pursued by these regimes and calls for
ccherent and approprizte action on the paxt of the non-aligned countries, the
national liberation movements and ali the other forces which defend liberty,
justice, progress and peace in the world.

In the face of the renewed aggressivity of imperialism and eolonialism,
concrete material aid to the liberation movements should be greatly increased
in all fields in order to emable them to face up to the requirements of the
situation with which they are confronted.

The non-aligned countries are iucreasingly coascious of the importance of
the stake which the Third World represents for the forces of hegemony. The
many difficulties they encounter in their desire to consolidate their
sovereignty and ensure their development strengthens their conviction that the
safeguarding of their independence is inseparable from the attainment of the
aspirations of all oppressed peoples to freedom and independence.

The sustained struggle and solidarity of the peoples of the Third Wordd is a
daciding factor in the establishment of new internmational relationships capable
of guaranteeing interpational peace and Security.

In this connexion, the encouragement of a policy of detente amxd peace in
Burope must not be interpreted or used as a factor designed to encourage or give
respectability to Portuguese facism and colonialism,

Detente cannot mean either acceptance of situations of oppression in
Africa, Asia, the Middle East and Latin Aperica, or the transfer of zones of
tension from the Eurcpean continent to the countries of the Third World., Such
developments heighten the challenge to the non-aligned countries and the national



liberation movements. 50 long 2= colonialism in any of its forms contimes to
exist, the non-aligned countries should join forces with the liberation movements
in a comson struggle to end it, Mo independent country will :=zmain free while
impexialist bases and institutions romain in even one colony. Consequently,

the assistonce and support that the non-aligned countries provids to the peoples
fighting for their freedom are based on the unity of the fight which they are
waging anc on their common aspirations.

Fully aware of the need to asSumey in all circumstances, their duty of
solidarity with stxuggling peoples, the non-aligned countries, in the face of the
conlition of the systems of domination and exploitation,

- Endx:;:rse the recomendations of the Oslo Conference and decide to support their
adoption by the United MNotions General assembly, while ot thoe same time stressing
the need to take concrate action on those recommendations, In particular, they
support the propesal for the comvening of a conference of representatives of
Govexrnmants, non=governpental organizations and libexation movements against
colonialism, .

Recalling the resolution on Cambodia adopted at the Georgetown Conexrence
and its full support for the Five-Point Declaration of 23 March 1570 by
Prince Norodom Sihanouk, Head of State of Cambodia, on the settlement of the
Cambodian problem;

Recalling that independent and non-aligned Cambodia, formerly an oasis of
peace, has been dragged into the United States war of aggrassion in Indochina,
since March 1970, as a result of the anti-national coup d'etat,

Recalling the legality and legitimacy of the Royal Government headed by
Prince Norodom Sihanouwk, victim of the coup dletat against Cambodian neutrality,

Considering that by its collective recognition of the Royal Government of
the National Unicn of Casbodia it has provided the Cambodion people with the most
valuable support in their rightful struggle for independence, soversignty and
neutrality,

1. Demands that the United States Government desist from all acts of
aggression against Cambodia and interference in its inteimal affairs,and in
particular stop all aid to the Phnom Penh regime, and that its military

personnel and the foreign armed forces it has engaged in Cambodia be withdrawn;
2, Slls upon all reace and justice-loving countries to give official
recognition to the Royal Government of the Mational Union of Cambodia as the sole
legal Government of Cambodiaj

3. Reaffirms its solidarity with the Royel Goverrment of the Wational Union

of Cambodia in its struggle at the internatiopal level and its unwavering support
within the United Nations and other international organizations.
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RESCQLUTTON 7 THE PROBLEM OF KORES

The Fourth Conference of Heads of State or Governmenit of Non-Riigned

Considering that Korea has remained divided for almost 30 years,

Noting that tangible progress was achieved in 1972 towards the peaceful
xeunification of Korea, but that since that time cbstacles bave arisen,

Mindful of the fact that the continuation of this division constitutes a
permanent threat to peace and security in Asia and in the world,

Deawanding that foreign interference in Korea be brought to an exi and
that the right of the Korean pegple to self-determination be guaranteed in
crder to allow them to manage their oun affairs themselves and to seitle the
question of the remification of ¥orea by peaceful means,

Bearing in mind the desire of the Korean pecple for the reunification of
their country and their unanimous oppositicn to the proposal for mesbership
of Korea in the United Nations in the form of simultancous membership by two
Koxeas which would make it possible to perpetuate the division of the country,
1, Talls for the withdrawal of all foreign troops stationed in South Korea
and an end to foreign interfsrence in all its forms in the domestic affairs
of Koreag
2. Further calls on the United Nations General Asseibly, at its Twenty-Eighth
Session, to consider the question of Korea and to decide on the withdrawl of
foreign troops stationed in South Korea under the United Nations flag and o

The Fourth Conderence of Heads of State or Tovernment of Non-Aligned
Countries, neeting in Algiers from 5 to § September 1973,
Recalling the statements and resolutioms approved by the Summit
Conference in Cairo in October 1934 zad the Georgetoum (Guyana) Conference
in August 1972 concerning Puei to Rico,
Considering that Puerto Rico is a Latin American country which has
never been able to exercise its right to self-cetermination or to enjoy
independence, beczuse it has been stifled t;y foreign intervention, and
that at the mreseat time it is one of the main enclaves of colonialism
in Latin America,
4oprised of the resolution adopted by the United Hations Committee on
Decolonization on 20 August 1573 reaffiming the inalicnable right of the
Puertc Rican people to self-determinstion and independence in accordance with
General fAssebly resolution 1514 (XV), calling on the United Jtates of america
to refrain fraom toking any measures which might obstruct the exercise by the
Puerto Rican pevple of their right te seif-determination and independence and
their economic, social and other rights, and in particular to prevent any
viclation of these rights by corporatiomsunder its jurisdiction, and deciding
to keep the retier wider permanent review.
Congcious of the faot thot new forms of colonialist economic cxploitsti onare being
conducted in Fuerto Rico by the oil and petrochemical industry, and that plans
axe currently being made to escalate such measures to a degree that would
convert the territory of Puerto Rico into a gigantic oil depot of the United
States,
1. &Bwresses full support for the resolutions adopted by the United
Nations Committes on Decolonization and requests the United Nations Geperal
Assasbly to endorse ﬂmse-:esolutions;
2. [Demends that the Sovermment of the United States of America refrain from
carrying out, directly or through transnational companies, 'a.ny investment
project that would involve an ixreversible change in the physionomy, structure
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or ecology of Puerto Rico, or which would affect the territorial integrity
and/or the national unity of that texxritory.

3. Requests the United Nations Committee on Decolondzation and othaer
appropriate bodies to expedite and extend measures to help the Fuerto Rican
peonle to achieve full sovereigaty andd independence and the recovery of their
national heritzge.
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RESCLUTION CONCERNING THE LAW OF THE SEA

The Feurth Conference of Heads of State or Govermment of Non=aligned .
Countries, meeting in Algiers. fram 5 to 9 Septenber 1973,

Considering that the Non-Aligned Countries, at the Lusaka and Georgetown
Confevences, . formulated important principles concerning the Law of the Sea
which have influenced the position of the United Nations General Assembly as
wall as the preparations for the next Conference on the Law of the Sea,

Recalling General Assemhly resolution 2749. (¥XV) which contains a
statement of the principles relating to the sea-bed and ocean floor based
cn the declaration adopted in September 1970 at Lusaka,

Recalling also General Assembly resolution 3016 (XXVIX) which reaffirms
the right of States to permanent sovereignty over all their natural resources,
both ip territories included within. their international fronmtiers and in the
sea-bad and ocean floor and the sub-soil therecf within the limits of their
national jurisdiction and in the superjacent waters,

Recalling further the principles, recomsendations and declarations adopted
at the meetings of the Asian-African Legal Advisory Committee (Colombo 1971,
Lagos 1972 and New Delhi 1973), at the second Mindsterial Meeting of the
Group of 77 (Lima 1971}, at the Conference of Foreign Ministers of tha
Caribbean Countries (Santo Domingo 1972}, at the regional seminar of African
States on the Law of the Sea (Yaounda 1972), at WICEAD IXI (Santiago de
Chile 1972) and at the Conference of the Crganization of African Unity

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Assuming that the objectives set for the Second Dew
velopment Decade can be achieved and this is in no way certain,
gross national income in the developing. countries would increase
by only § 85 as against § 1,200 in the industrialized States. .

By the end of the present decade, average a:mual o
per capita income will be $ 3,600 in the developed countries, .
but only § 265 in the developing countries.

The acknzwledged failure of the Inte:nat:mnal Deve— L
lopment Strategy can be explained both by the lack of pol:.tical o
will in developed countries to take urgert action and by the
failure to make ihe growth target actually respond *o the e::pec-
tations of the developing cauntries.

Indeed, the necessary inteinational co-'-dpéra.tion Has'
been lacking. The attitudes of the Governpents of some develo-—
ped countries and the behaviour of transnational fifs and’ ‘other
monopolies benefiting from the plunderi.ng of developi.ng coun-'
tries have not contributed to the creation of an external
economic sitnmation in line with special dru wing rights (SDR)
targets., : '

Other factors are the :.nflationary n.se in the cost
of imports, and the pressures on the balance of payments ‘due
to transfers deriving from private foreign investments, repayhent
of the principal and the heavy cost’ of external debt’ servicing
and the aggravating effects of the international monetary R
crisis.,

The arms race and thecospetition for space conquest _
continue to absorb large sums of money, whereas ass:.stance e -
through :.nternatmnal multilateral co-operat:.on is bece Cdne
d:reasingly reduced in relation to the growing needs of_.deve— :
loping countries. .

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The numerous projects intended to enable the develo-
ping countries to benefit in an organized way from the results
of scientific rescarch and technological progress have not even
begun to be seriously implemented, whereas there is a contimous
drain of a large number of highly qualified personnel especially
scientists and teckniciarsg, from the developing countries continues
unchecked. ’

Clearly, however, only a proper conception of development
based on the requisite changes to intexnmal structure particular .
to each country, and ;which encompasses growth in all the key
sectors will enable our countries to achieve their development
targets., This process is inseparable from the social process
which calls for full employment, income redistribution and the
over-=all solution of problems such as health, nutrition, housing
and education., It is equally cbvious that these aim¢ can only be
achieved through conscious and demscratic participation of the
rasses which one the determing factors in any national endeavour
to achieve dynamic, effective and independant development.

IV - Irade and Monetary Problems

The Heads of State or Government noted that the already
rodest share of developing countries in world trade is conti-

mually decreasing, while the termns of trade are constantly
deteriorating.

The share of developing countries in world trade de-
clined from 21.3 per cent in 1960 to 17,6 per cent in 1970.

The Generalized System of Preferences automatically
excludes the main agricultural products and imposes strict
controls on the import of all products considered-as.sépsitive

by the developing countries ; in addition, it is not applied by
all countries.,

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. The recent increase in the price of certain raw mate-
xials has not benefited the developing countries as a group,
since import prices have increased even more, and the profits
resulting from the rise in the price of raw materials have been
made by the transnational companies.A

The trade situation of the developing countxies has
worsened as a result of the international monetary crisis for
which they axe in no way responsible, although they are bearing
the brunt of it. ' ‘

The tranefe:.: of resources from the developed to the
developing countries has continued to decrease, while the volume’
of the lattex's externmal debt has quadrupled during the last
decade and is now ovex 80 thousand million dollars,

Furthermore, there has been no improvement in the texms
of development financing.

The Heads of State or Govermmont noted that econoaic
powexr has hitherte been uced in trade negotiations to frustrate
the aspirations of developing countries. They therefore regard
the forthcoming multilateral trade negotiations as of great ime
portance for reversing the adverse trenmds in the trade of deve-
loping countries. They agreed that non-aligned countries and othex
developing countries and other developing countries should take a
united stand in the negotiations and aim at universal acceptance
of the principle of equity in internatiomal relations. They Stxongly
believe that the multilateral trade negotiations will pave the
way for a new and just internaticnal division of labour. To this
end, the negotiations should aim at-:

" an increased share in world trade and diversification of
their export$ ;

- Ensuring that any erosion resulting from the negotiations
is compensatéd ;

- Ensuring that the co-ordinated approach to trade and mo-
netary problems takes the fullest account rf ibe special
intexrests of developing countries ;

- Emsuring that preferential treatment in respect of deve~
loping countries is included in any reform of the framework
of internatimal trade and the rules of GAIT,

The reform of the international monetary system Concerns

the developing countries in all its aspects and to the highest
degree,

Because of the basic principles governing it and the
way in which it works, the monetary and financial system devised
at Bretton Woods has served only the interests of some developed
countries. The efforts made by the developing countries to bring
about a progressive adjustment of the Bretton Woods system in

“order to take account of their specific needs have failed.

This cleazrly illustrates the lack of political will on the part
of certain industrialized countries to establish and promote true
co-operation between developed and developing countries within
the framework of the international financial and monetary system,

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The new international monetary system in the establi.
shment and working of which the developing countries should par-
ticipate on an equal footing, should be universal guarantee the
stability of flows and conditions of financing internmatiomal of
trade and take into account the specific situation and needs

of developing countries on the basis of preferential treatment.

V = Special Measures in favour of the least Developed
Countries, including land-locked Countries

The Heads of State or Government viewing with concern
the persisting stagnation in the economy of the least developed
countries, consider that the international community should
intensify the special assistance given them in the bodies be-
longing to the United Nations system by increasing the volume
of ald and providing them with financial and technical assistance
in all fields of development, including communications and
diversification of exports.

They further consider that special intermational as-
sistance should also be provided to the land-locked developing
couniries to enable them to overcome their geo-structural
handicap and to derive full benefit from the resolutions adopted
by the United Nations bodies in this regard.

In this connexion, the problems of land-locked countries
surrounded by countries against whom economic sanctions have
been applied by tie United Nations deserve special attention.

VI -~ Food Problems

* In wiewiof the catastrophic scale of the food crisis
in vast areas of #he world , especially in the Sudano-Sahelian
reg1on of Afrzca;&whlch aggravates the food shortage which has
continued for fifteen years without improvement, it is impexatlve.
that the international community adopt as a matter of extreme
urgency the measures dictated by this gituation, which is now
coupled with the unchecked rise in the price of staple products.

VII - Sovereignty and Natural Kesources

In view of the seriousness of the problems with
which thay are faced developing couniries zealize mﬁ:e than =2ve:
before the vital necessity of making evezry possible effori ‘o
consolidate their natiomal independence znd reinrorce theix
fighting front by challenging impezialist and neo-colonial ox-
ploitatien structures and by organizing co-speraticon and soli-
darity with one another in intercortinental and regional orgru:

:

zations., The action taken in non-aligned ccunixies after the
Belgrade, Cairo, Lusaka and Geoigetcwn Conferences, the decliins
of colonial and neo-.colonial groupings, the sirengthening o
the uwnity of action of t.e "Group of 77%, particularly on inw
basis of the Charter of Algiers and the Lima Declaration, =i
régioral co-omeiation and sntegration activities, are all sieces
marking the transition from passive submicsicn of claims to <ha
affirmation of the developing countries® detexmination to rel:

The ieads cof State or Government, while recalling the
inviolzble. principle that every count:y has the right to adopt
the economic and social system which it deems most favourable to

enelins
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its development, reaffirm each country?s inalienable right to
the full exercise of natioral sovereignty over its natural
resources and all domestic economic activities,

Any infringement of the right of effective control by
any State over its natural resouxrces and their exploitation by
means suited to its own situation, having respect for the eco-
logical balance, including nationalization and the transfer of
property to its nationals, is countrary to the aims and prin. -
eiples of the United Nations Charter and hampers the development
of international co=-operation as well as the maintenance of
international peace and security. )

The Conference gives its unreserved support to the
application of the principle that nationalization carxied out
by States as an expression-of their sovereignty, in oxder to
safeguard their natural ressources, implies that each State is
entitled to determine the amount of possible compensation and
its mode of payment and that any disputes which might arise -
should be sgttled in accordance with the national legislation
of sach State.

The non-alighed countries give their ready and unre-
served support to the developing countries and to the territories
under colonial domination which are subjegt to boycott, economic

aggression or political pressure and are struggling to recover '
effective control over their natural resources and the economic
activities which are still under foreign domination. .

In this connection, the Heads of State or Government
recommend the establishment of effective solidarity bodies for
the defengse of the interests of raw material producing countries
such as OPEC and CIPEC, which are capable of undertaking wide~
ranging activities in order to recover natural resources and

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ensure increasingly substantial export earnings and income in
real terms, and to use these resources for development purposes
and to paise the living standards of their peoples.

The xesults obtained in the hydrocarbons sector,
which was previously exploited for the sole benefit of the
transnational oil companies, demonstrate the power and effec~

) t:i.venesé of 6rganized and concerted action by producing and
exporting countries.

Similarly, the determination of an increasing nuabex
of developing countries to terminate treaties, agréements and
conventions imposed on them by force andevidence, is producing
increasingly positive results. This process should be extended,
accelerated and co-ordimated in Latin america, Asia, Africa, the
Middle East, and in other developing countries, in oxder to
strengthen solidarity among the developing countries, revexrse the
trend towards a2 dJeterioration of their situation and secure
the establishment of a new international economic ordexr which
would meet the requirements of genuine democracy.

The non=aligned countries decide to use all possible
Reans so that the global approach for the achievipert .¢f the
aformentioned objectives is accepted by the idternational
cofigmnity, which would take the fullest possible account of
the provisions contained intexr alia, in the Charter of flgiers,
the Lusaka Declaration, the Lima Declaration and the Georgetown
Action Programme.

VIIi. Irangnational Companieg

. The Heads of State or Government denounce before
worild publ:i.c opim.on the unacceptable practices of transnational

companies which infringe the sovereignty of developing countries
and violate the principles of non-interference and the right
of peoples to self-determination, which are prerequisites for
their political, economic and social progress.

' The Conference also recommends that steps be taken by
non-aligned countries for joint action on txansnational .
companies, within the framework of a global stirategy designed to
modify qualitatively and quantitatively the system of economic
and financial relations which subordinates developing countries
to industriilized countries.

¥ ~ Transfer of Technology

The Heads of State or Government of non-aligned
countries recognize the need for developing countries to bridge
the gap between them and the industrialized world in the field
of technology. ’
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The Heads of State or Government of non-aligned
countries stiess that environmental leasures'adopted
by one State should not adversely affect the environ-
nent.of other States, or zones outside their jurisdice

tion.

The non-aligned countries consider it necessary
to ensure effective co-operation between countries
through the establishment of adequate international
standards for the conservation and harmonious exploi-

.tatibn-of natural resources common to two OT more Sta-
tes in the context of the normal and habitual relations

exisiing between them.

They also believe that cooperation between coun-
tries interested in the exploitation of such resources
should be developed on the basis of a system of infor-
mation and prior consultations within the frame work

of the normal relations existing between them.

Co-operation between developed and devgloping
ceuntries in the environnent#l field requires that the
former de;hine the territories which they had mined -
during previous wars and acts of aggression, since the-
se mines are a source of polluticen in a number of de-

veloping countries.

XIIY. Charter of economic rights and duties of States
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The non-aiigned couhtriesrdeei.it npceskary that
the United Nations General Assembly should give priori-
ty, at its twenty-eight session to the elaboration of

the Charter of economic rights and d&ties of States.

This. document should give expression te the eco-
nomic aspirations of countries struggling tc achieve
over-all development as well as those of the interna-

tional community as a whole.

XIV. Preservation and Development of National Cultures

Tt is recognized that the activities of imperia-
lism are not confined solely to political and economic
fields but alsoc cover the cultural and social fields,
thus imposing an alien ideological domination over the

peoples of the developing world.

The Heads of State or Government of non-aligned
countries accordingly stress the need to reassert in-
digenous cultural identity and eliminate the harmful
consequences of the colonial era and call for the pre-

servation of their natiopal cultuvre and traditions.

_They consider that cultural alienation and the
imported civilization imposed by imperialism and colo-
nialism should be countered by repersonalization and

by constant and determined recourse to the country's
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‘own social and cultursl velues which define it as a
dovereign people, master of its own resources so that
211 peoples shzll exercice effective control over all
their natural wealth and strive for their economic
development under conditions ensuring resfect for
their sovereignty and authenticity, and peace and

genuine international co-gperation.

They agreéd in principle to the proposal to set up 2

‘ Devg_}opment and Solidarity Fund to pool their excess resources

in order to finance emergency projects amd render l.ong-'term .
technical assistance to member countries of the Movement.

They have decided that a working party be established
to urgently draw- up a project and submit it to the next
Ministerial Coﬁf“;;ence of non-aligned countries or, if necessary
- to a special meeting of Ministers of Finance and Economy which
could take place earlier.

The Heads of State or Government endorsed the following
conclusions reached by a Committee of experts from non-aligned
countriesppointed in pursuance of the Georgetown Frogramme
of Action in rega.id to guidelines for foreign private investment,

i) - That all foreign private investment should be
subject to.prior authorization and to a system of
centralized government control.

ii) -~ To ensure that foreign investment supiements
the domestic effort and is consistent with national development
plans, incorporates appropriate technology, leads to the further
development of technology, generates employment, represents a
net saving in foreign exchange, involves management that is
decentralized from the parent company etc...

iii} - That any reinvestment of profits msfe: . by
foreign companies should be considered as new investment and
subject to authorization By the recipient State.

iv) ‘= To prohibit the purchase of existing national
assets by foreign investors, except in very special and justified
cases,

. V) =~ To set specific erisions for all matters relating’
to remittances of profits.

vi) - To exclude the possibility of receiving foreigm
investment in those sectors of the economy which can be considered
strategic according to the conditions of each country, such as '
the extractive industries, commodity industries,publiic utilities,
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mass communications media, banking, insurance and marketing.

They further approved the following ecommendaticns
made by the Group of Experts for purposes of regulating and
controlling the operations and activities of multinational
corporations. )

i) - The adoption of common rules in respect of
multinational/transnational companies.

ii) - To extend and support the unrestricted applica-
tion of the principle that any State effecting a nmationalization
in oxder to regain its natural resources is exercising a
sovereign right,

iii) -~ To integrate such joint action within an
overall strategy designed to bring about quantitative and quali-
tative changes in tie system of economic and financial relations
that subordinate the underdeveloped countries to the developed
capitalist countries,

iv) « To maintiin close links with the group of 20
eminent persons convenad by the United Natione ‘to analyse
this matter, in orxdex to ensure that all eccnomic, political
and cultural variables, 28 wellas variables having to do with
international relations, are suitably treated, md also to ensure
that the results of the group's work remainin line with the
initial objectives set when it was established.

v) - To establish an informationentre on tranantional
compagnies with the aim of ensuring a free exchange of exi»erience
and information between nor=aligned countries in order to ' !

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Such a centre would be :;esponsible for training
personnel, - providing services and carging out fé’seaxch.

The Heads of State or Government decided that a group
of experts should be nominated and entrusted with the task of
preparing a specific study on this matter within a period of
three months.

FOOD CRISIS

The Heads of State or Government urged that in the
context of the serious food crisis confronting vast areas and
populations of the world an emexgency joint conference of FiOand
UNCTAD should be convened at Ministerial level in oxder to
formulate a programme of international co=operation to overcome
the increasing shortage of food and other commodities and
maintain stable prices.

They also Considered advisable that a conference of
developing countries be convened on commodities with a view
to developing an effective strategy for restructuring world
trade and improwving their bargaining power.

The Heads of State or Government recommend that non-
aligned countries should act as a catalytic force in the
Group of 77 in order to increase the t;;f-ectiveness and solidaxrity
of the developing countries. .

They invite the Secretary-General of the United
Nations to convene 2 special session of the General Assembly
at a high political level devoted exclusively to thé problems
o:E development . including the revitalization of structures and ;.. 3
the implementation of the goals and objectives of ‘the Internatmnal
Development Strategy well before the mid-term review due in 1975.

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In that respect they instructed the Chairman of the Conference
to copmunicate that decision and alsc urged that a Ministerial
leval meeting of the Group of 77 he convened on the eve of that

review.
